CITY OFFERS NEIGHBORHOOD LEADERSHIP CLASSES 

The City of Bloomington Housing and Neighborhood Development (HAND) 

department will be offering its next Neighborhood Leadership Series class on 

Thursday, June 10, from 7 to 9 p.m. This Series includes free classes offered 

quarterly to enhance leadership skills, share best practices and provide 

interaction between City departments and neighborhoods. The June 10 class will 

explore the Planning Department and the 

fundamentals of what neighborhood leaders should know about working 

with the City on land-use issues.
